	This event will gather 39 European Judicial Trainers from the different EU Member States and will comprise expert presentations as well as the attendance of a Grand Chamber hearing on Wednesday, the 9th of July.

2.  Participants who reside in the country where the activity is to take place (national participants):
The reimbursement of national participants is based on the real costs incurred by the participants during the seminar. In order to be fully reimbursed, participants are required to send to the EJTN original receipts and invoices of all costs incurred throughout the seminar (meals, accommodation, transport, etc.)
