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STEPS 2 Resettlement aims to support the effective delivery of Framework Decision (FD) 2008/909/JHA (transfer of prisoners) by investigating and analysing the legal and practical obstacles that may hinder its implementation and execution in all Member States (MS). 

The four key objectives of this project are to:

1. The project aims to increase understanding of FD 909 and trans-national cooperation on its implementation assisting in the continued transposition of the FD into law. 
2. The project continues to identify and address the gaps in the knowledge of officials with regards to FD 909, as well as identifying links between FD’s 909, 947 and 829. The project will identify training needs and provide guidance and recommendations for training package development. This will improve knowledge of the FD and increase trans-national cooperation, trust. The dissemination of project knowledge through a central source (website) and the continued development of EuroPris’ Expert Working Group on FD 909, ICT/data management groups and Yammer network, will ensure information is accessible to a trans-national audience. These groups will benefit from exchanges of best practice and increased mutual understanding and co-operation which will furthermore increase effectiveness of FD 909 delivery.

3. This project will aim to facilitate negotiations between a number of countries to anticipate and manage changes within Member State prison populations. The project aims to ensure Member States are able to appropriately plan for these transfers.
4. The project will provide an opportunity to increase the awareness of offenders in relation to transfers through the development of a handbook and information disseminated via the Foreign National Prisoner Bulletin. In turn this will assist in the FD meeting its core aim of supporting the social rehabilitation of offenders.

5. Assisting criminal justice authorities to understand the links and associations between FD’s 909, 947 and 829 will enhance the effective use of such instruments and in the correct circumstances.
6. Both legal and ICT experts will examine current data management process and data transfer procedures and produce recommendations, then present an ICT architectural design with potential to be developed and adopted by all Member States.
