LONG-TERM TRAINING PERIOD AT THE EUROPEAN COURT 
OF HUMAN RIGHTS (ECHR)

Presentation

The long-term training periods will take place in the European Court of Human Rights, in Strasbourg, France. Participants will be included in the Court’s Registry and they will mainly deal with the individual applications relating to the system of their national country. More particularly, they will be in charge of preparing draft decisions in manifestly inadmissible cases (“single judge” cases). They will attend Court sessions and may introduce applications, but also carry out research into the Court’s case law, comparative and international law in relation to pending cases and prepare comparative-law reports for the Grand Chamber.
